Community Ecotourism  



Recognize the autonomy and forms of local government of community 

organizations for the establishment of actions aimed at strengthening the 

activity: all activities carried out with ethnic communities to promote community 

ecotourism will be managed by the established authorities and coordination bodies 

and/or with the decision-making entities that are established or determined, in order to 

achieve a successful process that benefits the interests of all parties. 

  

Establish joint construction processes for the development of community 

ecotourism: within the framework of the recognition of the rights and duties of ethnic 

communities, the processes for the construction of agreements and strategies to 

consolidate activities such as ecotourism arise from the collective construction based 

on their interest, motivation and expectations as communities and/or social 

organizations. 

  

Generate conditions for the use and management of biodiversity for the 

maintenance of ancestral and traditional arts and crafts: maintaining cultural 

expressions expressed in arts, crafts and traditions implies the need to support the 

management and transfer of knowledge and techniques that contribute to the 

sustainable management and use of natural and cultural resources, as well as an 

adequate strategy for the development, production and marketing of goods and 

products derived from the interaction between nature and culture.  

 

Knowledge management: establish mechanisms for community participation that 

strengthen applied knowledge and promote the social construction of knowledge for the 

benefit of research and monitoring of the PAs and the promotion of values, beliefs and 

traditions that reaffirm identity.  

Community-based ecotourism as an opportunity to 

protect cultural heritage (promoting values, beliefs 

and traditions that reaffirm identity). 





 Broadens the scope of the social component of 

ecotourism, local populations with greater 

responsibility in the management of their 

destination. 

 Generates greater local autonomy and greater 

control of benefits by the communities.  

  Part of organized instances of community 

character that represent common interests. 

 Integral exercise / encompasses productive, 

social, cultural, ethnic and environmental reality of 

the destination.  

Partnership with local community organizations 

for the provision of ecotourism services and 

activities in protected areas, to strengthen their 

capacities, improving the conservation of 

natural and cultural resources, the quality of life 

of the communities and regional development.

 The community ecotourism program 

allows community organizations to 

generate value chains from the 

communities themselves 

(transporters, artisans, cooks, local 

producers, heritage interpreters, 

guides, local leaders...).  

 

 The program directly strengthens the 

weak link in the value chain, 

generating capacities and economic 

alternatives for local populations.
